OFFLINE_CUT explores the question

of finding a new path for painting and
addresses the need to return to the physical
essence of the painting. At a time when the
visual world is increasingly dissolving into
the digital realm, into generated sketches
and the pandering smoothness of computer
screens, Filip Cerny takes an opposing
stance: a return to physical substance, to
cuts, to the tension created by the resistance
of the unyielding material, to craftsmanship
and direct physical contact. The
exhibition’s title, a term denoting a rough
film edit without effects, is meant to evoke
not only film jargon but also the notion of
aradical gesture, of interrupting the never-
ending virtual illusion. It is a reference to
the moment when the image becomes both
imaginative as well as physical reality, here
and now.

With the idea behind OFFLINE_CUT,
Cerny shifts painting into three dimensional
space, into a field composed of collage-like
layers. The two-dimensional surface opens
up, is broken and emerges from the frame.
The exhibition combines several ways in
which the painting can break free of digital
intangibility and regain its physical presence.
Some of the works are assembled paintings
whose components are cut out, removed
from an original whole and reassembled
into a new composition. Common building
materials such as wooden slats, moulding,
polystyrene, or concrete make their way
into the painting, combined with the
construction of the frame and with the
illusionistic fragments of the painting.
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Elsewhere, Cerny works with 3D LiDAR
scans of still life scenes, interiors or other
environments from which he selects what he
considers the most interesting perspective,
which he subsequently transforms into

an expressive, densely painted form. Here,
the digital record becomes a template

for its rematerialization. Also on display

are smooth airbrush works whose soft,
unfocused and dematerialized painting
style is a reference to the online world. In
fact, it is this tension between smooth visual
simulation, digital template and physical
relief that forms the core of the exhibition.
OFFLINE_CUT is a return: from the image
as visual record to the image as a place of
physical touch, mistakes, corporeality and
material reality.

Filip Cerny (1975, Prague) is a Czech painter
living and working in Prague. He attended
Prague’s Academy of Fine Arts (AVU) in 1995-
2002, where he studied painting under Jifi Sopko.
Thanks to a scholarship, in 2001 he went on an
exchange to the Academie voor Beeldende Kunst
in the Dutch town of Enschede.

In his work, Cerny has spent a long time
developing a distinctive visual language based
on the transformation of observed reality into
an autonomous visual world. He works with
landscape motifs, interiors, still lifes, the female
figure, ornamentation and historical references,
which he arranges into new spatial and semantic
situations. His painting oscillates between
concrete representation and abstraction, between
optical games, visual riddles and fragments of
a possible reality. He has shown his works at solo
and group exhibitions in the Czech Republic and
abroad.

generovanych ¢rtach a podbizivé hladkosti
obrazovek, Filip Cerny voli protichiidny
postoj: zpatky k hmoté, k fezu, k napéti,
jez vytvari odpor nepoddajného materialu,
k rukod¢€lnosti a pfimému télesnému
kontaktu. Nazev vystavy, termin oznacujici
hruby filmovy sestfih bez efektll, odkazuje

Cerny v konceptu OFFLINE_CUT
posouva malbu do prostoru a kolazovité
vrstveného pole. Plocha se otevira, lame,
vystupuje ven z rdmu. Vystavni projekt
propojuje nékolik zpisob, jak se obraz
miuize vyvazat z digitalni nehmotnosti
a znovu nabyt své vahy. V jedné poloze jde
o skladané obrazy, jejichZ komponenty jsou
vyfezavany, vyjimany z ptivodniho celku
a opet komponovany do nové materiadlové
skladby. Do obrazu vstupuji neuslechtilé
stavebni prvKky - latky, liSty, polystyren ¢i
betonova hmota - kombinované s konstrukei
ramu a s iluzivnimi fragmenty malby. V jiné
poloze autor vychazi z 3D skenti pofizenych

technologii LiIDAR: snima zatisi, interiérova
zakouti a fragmenty prostoru, z nichz
vybira pro sebe nejzajimavéjsi uhel pohledu
a ten nasledné prevadi do expresivni,

hutné malované podoby. Digitalni zaznam
prostoru se zde stava predlohou pro jeho
znovuzhmotnéni. Vedle toho se prezentuji
hladké airbrushova dila, jejichz mékka,
rozostfena a odhmotnéna malba odkazuje
k on-line prostredi. Pravé napéti mezi
témito polohami - mezi hladkou obrazovou

OFFLINE_CUT je navratem: od obrazu
jako virtualniho zaznamu k obrazu jako
mistu dotyku, chyby, t€lesnosti a materialni
skute¢nosti.

Filip Cerny (1975, Praha) je &esky malit Zijici

a plsobici v Praze. V letech 1995-2002 studoval
na Akademii vytvarnych uméni v Praze v ateliéru
malby Jifiho Sopka; v roce 2001 absolvoval
stipendijni pobyt na Academie voor Beeldende
Kunst v nizozemském Enschede.

Ve své tvorbé dlouhodobé rozviji osobity
obrazovy jazyk zaloZzeny na proméné vidéné
skute€nosti v autonomni obrazovy svét. Pracuje
s motivy krajiny, interiéru, zatisi, Zenské figury,
ornamentu i historickych citaci, které sklada
do novych vyznamovych a prostorovych situaci.
Jeho malba osciluje mezi konkrétnim znakem
a abstrakci, mezi optickou hrou, obrazovou
hadankou a fragmentem mozné reality. Jeho prace
byly prezentovany na samostatnych i kolektivnich
vystavach v Ceské republice i v zahraniéi.
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
